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8, INFORMATION ON THE NATIONAL HIGHER EDUCATION SYSTEM

3.1. Higher education admission criteria ) .

The total number of years of education until graduation giving one the right to sit the maturity examination
(egzamin maturalny) is 12-15. Having passed the maturity examination (egzamin maturalny), graduates receive
maturity certificates (Swiadechwa dajrzalosci), which gives them the right 1o apply for admission lo a higher
education institution.

8.2, Higher education system

The system of higher education and the principles of its operation are set forth in the Law of 27 July 2005 -
Iligher Education Act (Joumal of Laws {Dzignnik Ustew] No. 164, item 1365, as amended). Provisions of the
Act apply both to public and non-public higher education institutions and their educational activity follows the
same principles and meets the same requirements,

Higher education institutions (HEIS), regardless of their siatus, are divided into university-type HEls (nczelnie
akademickie) and non-university-type HEIls (uczelnie zawodowe),

A university-type HET is a higher education institution in which at least one organizational unit holds the right 1o
confer the academic title of dokror.

A non-university rype HEI is a higher education institution praviding first-cycle and/or second-cycle and/or
long-cycle degree programmes which daes not hald the right w confer the academic degree of doktor.

Degree programmes in HEIs are organized into first-cycle, second-cycle or long-cycle programmes and into
studia doktoranckie (third-cycle programmes).

First-cycle programmes arc further divided into 6- or 7-semester programmes leading 1o the degree of fHicengjm
(studia licencjackie), and 7- or 8-semester programmes leading to the degree af indynier (studla indynierskie),
Second-cycle degree programmes take 3 or four semesters.

Long-cycle degree programmes take from 9 to 12 semesters.

Studia dektoranckie may not take longer than 4 years. In separate proceedings, pursuant 1o the Law of {4 March
2003 on academic degrees, academic titles and degrees and tivles in arts (Journal of Laws [Dziennik Ustaw] No.
65, item 595, us amended} the academic degree of doktor and the degree of dokior sztuki (in arts) are awarded. ~
First-, second- and long-cycle programmes as well as studia dokioranckie may be provided as full-time or
part-time programumes.

8.4, Credit points

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8. INFORMATION ON THE NATIONAL HIGHER EDUCATION SYSTEM

8.1. Access to the higher education

The total duration of education in Poland until completion of a school which offers the possibility of taking the secondary school
leaving examination (maturity examination) is 12 — 15 years. On passing the secondary school leaving examination (maturity
examination), school leavers are awarded a secondary school leaving certificate (maturity certificate) or a secondary school leaving
certificate together with a document certifying results of the maturity examination from particular subjects which entitles them to
apply for admission to a degree programme.

8.2. The Polish system of higher education

The Polish system of higher education and the principles of its operation are laid down in the Act of 27 July 2005 — Law on Higher
Education (Prawe o szkolnictwie wyzszym: Dziennik Ustaw of 2016, items 1842, 1933, 2169 and 2260, as well as Dziennik Ustaw of
2017, item 60). Its provisions are applied both to public and non-public institutions of higher education, in which programmes are
offered on the same principles and upon satisfaction of the same requirements.

Institutions of higher education are classified irrespectively of status, into an academic and a professional division.

An institution of academic higher education (uczelnia akademicka) is a school conducting research in which at least one of its
institutional units is entitled to award the academic degree of Dokror.

An institution of professional higher education (uczelnia zawodowa) is a school offering first- or second-cycle programmes or long-
cycle programmes which is not entitled to award the academic degree of Dokror.

Programmes are offered as first-cycle, second-cycle and long-cycle programmes (tertiary education), and third cycle programme
(doctoral programme).

Tertiary education as well as doctoral programme may be delivered as full-time and part-time programmes.

First-cycle programmes leading to a Licencjar qualification last at least six semesters or a programme leading to an Inzynier
qualifications last at least seven semesters. Second-cycle programmes last from three to five semesters,

Long-cycle programmes leading to a Magister qualification last from nine to twelve semesters.

Pari-time degree programmes may last one or two semesters longer than respective full-time programmes.

Doctoral programmes last not less than 2 years and a maximum of 4 years. Upon completion graduates are awarded a doctoral
certificate. The academic degree of Dokior (“Doctor”) or Doktor w Zakresie Sztuki (“Doctor of the Creative Arts™) is conferred in a
separate procedure under the provisions of the Act on Academic Degrees and the Academic Title and in the Degrees and Title in the
Creative Arts of 14 March 2003 (Ustawa z dnia 14 marca 2003 r. o stopniach naukowyvch i tytule naukowym oraz o stapniach i tvtule
w zakresie sziuki, Dziennik Ustaw of 2016, item 882 and 1311).

Qualifications acquired within higher education are assigned to the level of the Polish Qualifications Framework specified in the Act
of 22nd December 2015 on the Integrated Qualifications System (Dziennik Ustaw of 2016, item 64 and 1010, as well as Dziennik
Ustaw of 2017, item 60).

Diploma of a first cycle degree programme completion confirms attainment of a full qualification on the sixth level of the Polish
Qualifications Framework.

Diploma of a second cycle degree programme or a long cycle Magister degree programme completion confirms attainment of a full
qualification on the seventh level of the Polish Qualifications Framework.

A doctoral diploma confirms attainment of a full qualification on the eight level of the Polish Qualifications Framework.

8.3. Qualifications awarded to graduates of degree programmes

- licencjat, licencjat pielegniarstwa or licencjat polotnictwa, inZynier, infynier pozarniciwa, inZynier architekt and inzynier
architekt krajobrazu — are conferred on graduates of first-cycle programmes;

= magister and its equivalent qualifications: magister iniynier, magister inzynier architekt, magister inzvnier architekt
krajobrazu, magister inZynier pozarnictwa, magister pielggniarsiwa, magister poloZnictwa, magister sztuki — are conferred on
graduates of second-cycle programmes;

= magister and its equivalent qualifications: lekarz, lekarz dentysta, lekarz weterynarii. magister farmacji, magister sztuki — are
conferred on graduates of long-cycle programmes.

8.4. ECTS credits

The number of ECTS credits provided by the syllabus envisaged for one semester ranges is 30, and 60 ECTS credits may be awarded
for a full year of study. Students must collect 180 ECTS credits to complete a first-cycle programme, at least 90 ECTS credits to
complete a second-cycle programme, at least 300 ECTS credits to complete a five-year long-cycle programme, and 360 ECTS credits
to complete a six-year long-cycle programme.

8.5. Academic degrees, degrees in the creative arts, the academic title, and the academic title in the creative arts.

Academic degrees, degrees in the creative arts, the academic title, and the academic title in the creative arts are awarded under the
provisions of the Act on Academic Degrees and the Academic Title and in the Degrees and Title in the Creative Arts of 14 March
2003 (Ustawa =z dnia 14 marca 2003 r. o stopniach naukewych i tytule naukowym oraz o stopniach i tytule w zakresie sztuki, Dziennik
Ustaw No. 65, Item. 595 with later amendments).

The academic degrees are the degrees of Doktor and Dokior Habilitowany of a specific field of scholarship in a given scholarly
discipline. The degrees awarded in the creative arts are the degrees of Dokror and Doktor Habilitowany of a specific field of the
creative arts in a given discipline of the creative arts. Academic degrees are conferred by institutional units of higher education
institutions, research units of the Polish Academy of Sciences. research and development institutions, and international research
institutes founded on the basis of separate provisions which operate in the Republic of Poland in compliance with their powers of
conferral.

The academic title is the title of Profesor of a specific field of scholarship, while the equivalent title in the creative arts is the title of
Profesor of a specific field of the creative arts. The title of Profesor is conferred by the President of the Republic of Poland.
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
